Living on the 
reservation, where addiction had become common, she 
found herself on a lonely road—separated from her 
children and questioning her worth.

Deb Marshall was the first woman to complete the Women and Children’s 
Program and later return as staff. Drawing from her own journey, she brings 
compassion, insight, and hope to those working to overcome addiction, offering 
guidance to individuals and families alike. 
 
Over the past decade, Deb has served in multiple roles—including Volunteer 
Coordinator, Intake Coordinator, and now Assistant Director—helping lead 
programs and events with care and excellence. Her dedication reflects a life 
transformed and a deep commitment to supporting others on their path forward. 

Eventually Toshina realized that if something didn’t change, her future would likely 
lead to prison or death. In a moment of desperation, she cried out to God and 
asked herself, “When is enough, enough?”

Just two days later, she was back in jail—but this time she was offered hope. Two 
women told her about a faith-based program where she could bring her two-year-
old daughter. Through their help, Toshina was able to travel to Colorado and enter 
180 Women & Children’s program.

At 180, Toshina committed herself to becoming the best mother she could be to 
her daughter and two sons—and the daughter God created her to be. During her 
time in the program, she was baptized and began rebuilding her life surrounded 
by love, support, and community.

Today, Toshina is living proof that transformation is possible.
